
           Guidelines for AIU Participants 
     (Students of RGUKT – Basar) 

All students aspiring to participate / selected to represent RGUKT – Basar in AIU (Association 

of Indian Universities) Inter-University Sports Competitions must strictly adhere to the 

following guidelines:

1. Eligibility 

 Only bona fide students of RGUKT – Basar are eligible. 

 Students must satisfy AIU eligibility rules and University norms. 

 A minimum of 75% attendance is mandatory (attendance letter from HOD to be 

submitted if required). 

 Students under disciplinary action are not eligible unless cleared by the competent 

authority. 

2. Registration & Application 

 Registration is mandatory and shall be done only through the prescribed Google 

Form. 

 Students must download, fill, and submit the AIU Application Form with all required 

documents. 

 Incomplete or incorrect applications will be rejected without notice. 

3. Selection Process 

 Selections shall be conducted by the Internal Selection Committee. 

 Selection is based purely on performance, fitness, skill, discipline, and team spirit. 

 The decision of the Internal Selection Committee is final and binding. 

No correspondence or appeal shall be entertained. 

4. Reporting & Punctuality 

 Students must report on time at the notified venue, date, and time. 

 Late reporting candidates will not be allowed to participate. 

 Attendance during trials and practice sessions is compulsory. 

5. Uniform, Shoes & Appearance 

 Proper sports uniform and non-marking sports shoes are compulsory. 

 ID card must be carried during selections, practice, and competitions. 



 Students must maintain a neat and presentable appearance at all times. 

6. Haircut & Grooming Guidelines 

For Boys 

 Hair must be short, neat, and well-groomed. 

 Fancy hairstyles, spikes, fades with designs, or extreme styles are strictly prohibited. 

 Hair should not cover the forehead, eyes, or ears. 

 Beard and moustache (if any) must be neatly trimmed. 

For Girls 

 Hair must be neatly tied (pony, braid, or bun) during practice and competitions. 

 Loose or untidy hair is not permitted. 

 Hair accessories must be simple, safe, and non-decorative. 

 Overall grooming must be decent and suitable for sports activities. 

Non-compliance with grooming norms may lead to disqualification or restriction from 

participation. 

7. Discipline & Conduct 

 Students must maintain strict discipline on and off the field. 

 Any form of indiscipline, misbehavior, or misconduct will result in immediate 

disqualification. 

 Instructions of coaches, Physical Directors, and officials must be followed without fail. 

8. Medical Fitness 

 Participants must be medically fit to represent the University. 

 Any injury or medical condition must be reported in advance. 

 The University will not be responsible for undisclosed medical issues. 

 

9. Training & Practice 

 Selected players must attend regular practice sessions as scheduled by the Sports Cell. 

 Absence without valid reason may result in replacement. 

 



 

10. Travel, Stay & Representation 

 Students must strictly follow University instructions regarding travel, accommodation, 

dress code, and conduct. 

 Participants must uphold the prestige and reputation of RGUKT – Basar at all times. 

11. Prohibition 

 Use of alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or banned substances is strictly prohibited. 

 Any violation will attract severe disciplinary action. 

 

12. Responsibility 

 Students are responsible for their personal belongings. 

 Any damage to University or host institution property shall be borne by the concerned 

student(s).
